	LP1/1
	Pupils will discuss and share ideas and prior knowledge of Textiles. Pupils will discuss the Design Brief & complete a Task Analysis. Pupils will carry out product analysis of existing Textiles toys. Pupils will develop their confidence on the sewing machine. Pupils will develop an assessment piece which communicates how much they know about H&S.

HOMEWORK: 
Find a textiles toy for product analysis

	LP1/2
	Pupils will gain their ‘sewing driving licence’. Pupils will look at different environmental and cultural attitudes to textiles. Pupils will learn how an Eco Bug is constructed and make a 3D paper model of the Bug.
HOMEWORK: 
Complete a research task on the 6R’s.

	LP1/3
	Pupils will construct their own battery pack with an LED to attach to the inside their Eco Bugs. Pupils will make a paper pattern and used it to cut out fabric for their eco bugs. Pupils will start to use hand appliqué to decorate.
HOMEWORK: 
Complete a research task on Appliqué 

	LP1/4
	Pupils will continue with using appliqué and hand sewing to decorate their Eco Bug. Pupils will sew darts into fabric.

HOMEWORK: 
Complete VLE Eco Bug Quiz.

	LP1/5
	Pupils will begin to hand sew eyes, legs and feet on to their products. Pupils will add an electronic circuit to their Eco Bugs. Pupils will sew a fabric base to the main body and stuff the Bug.

HOMEWORK: 
Complete plan of manufacture for the Eco Bug.

	Pupils will evaluate their Eco Bugs. Pupils will discuss Eco Schools in relation to the environment. Pupils will produce a marketing poster for their products. Pupils will participate in a group presentation of their Eco Bugs.

Ask for feedback on your bug from people at home.

	Assessment Arrangements:  
During this project a summative assessment will take place when work is completed. Pupils will receive both oral and written feedback both during and on completion of the project.

	Extended learning:  
Pupils could examine the further workings of the sewing machine. Pupils could investigate and experiment with different hand embroidery stitches. Pupils could learn how to complete decorative techniques in order to develop skills on the sewing machine.
