	DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE COVERED

	LP1/1
	Pupils will gain an understanding of the new learning programme.

Pupils will be introduced to colour theory and will gain an understanding of primary, secondary, tertiary and complementary colours. They will look at how to mix and blend colours using paint and stat to think about colour schemes.
HOMEWORK – Collect images of logos and motifs that contain only primary or secondary colours.

	LP1/2
	Pupils will be introduced to the work of the artist Vincent van Gogh.
Pupils will develop their mark making skills and develop an understanding of still life. 
HOMEWORK – Draw your own colour wheel using any media or materials you wish.  

	LP1/3
	Pupils will develop drawing skills.
Pupils will create their own composition of a still life. They will use the techniques and colour knowledge they have learnt in the previous 2 weeks to create a detailed observational study.
HOMEWORK – Do some research on van Gogh. Find out at least 5 facts and complete a drawing of one of his art works.  

	LP1/4 
	Pupils will complete their still life composition studies. Pupils will be introduced to the ceramicist Kate Malone. They will begin to design an egg cup based on the artists work. They will consider mark making and textural drawing skills they have developed from previous work.

HOMEWORK – Complete egg cup design thinking carefully about the texture of the surface of the clay. Look for objects you could use to create these textures

	LP1/5
	Pupils will develop their 3D making skills. Pupils will make their egg cup designs using clay. They will be taught basic cay building methods and will gain a good understanding of health and safety and the equipment and processes needed to produce clay objects.
HOMEWORK – Take objects from your kitchen and arrange them in your own composition. Make a detailed observational drawing of your composition.

	LP1/6

	Pupils will complete an assessment and evaluation of the work they have completed in this unit. Pupils will sit an end of unit test on the artists, techniques, equipment and health and safety considerations they have looked at this term.

HOMEWORK – Revise for end of unit test. Revision PowerPoint is on the VLE.
