	DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE COVERED

	LP1/1
	Pupils will gain an understanding of the new learning programme.

Pupils will be introduced to a variety of different artists and look at how portraits have changed throughout history. They will look at the proportions of the face and begin to understand how to draw them correctly.
HOMEWORK – Collect images of portraits from 2 contemporary artists and find out 3 facts about each of them.

	LP1/2
	Pupils will continue to explore the work of artists and develop critical analysis skills. They will look at how facial expressions can distort facial proportions. 
HOMEWORK – Draw a self-portrait using the correct proportions.  

	LP1/3
	Pupils will be introduced to the artist Arcimboldo. They will look at different ways of constructing portraits using a variety of objects. Pupils will start to make their own portrait collage using found images.
HOMEWORK – Collect suitable images for your collage. (Magazines, catalogues etc.)  

	LP1/4 
	Pupils will make an observational drawing of their collage. They will be introduced to African masks and discuss the reasons why they are used. They will explore shapes, forms, patterns and colours used and start to design their own mask.
HOMEWORK – Complete mask design adding pattern and colour.

	LP1/5
	Pupils will make their mask using cardboard construction techniques. They will think about their mask in terms of layers and add pattern to their design using paint and collage.
HOMEWORK – Complete an observational drawing of a member of your family or a friend.

	LP1/6 
&

LP1/7
	Pupils will complete an assessment and evaluation of the work they have completed in this unit. Pupils will sit an end of unit test on the artists, techniques, equipment and health and safety considerations they have looked at this term.
HOMEWORK – Revise for end of unit test. Revision PowerPoint is on the VLE.  

	Assessment Arrangements:  

During this module a summative assessment will take place on the completion of the work.  Pupils will receive both written and oral feedback both during and on completion of the project. Pupils will also complete peer and self assessments of key pieces of work to develop their understanding of the assessment criteria.
