	TITLE:    Child’s Play

	Learning Objectives:

· To develop knowledge of the sewing machine.
· To complete a design and make project.
· To develop understanding of textiles techniques.
· To develop understanding of fabric testing

· To develop knowledge of design process.

Work Related Learning: 

Pupils will learn to work with a real life client as designers do in industry.

	Week
	DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE COVERED

	LP1/1
	Pupils will be introduced to the new learning programme and discuss the context and project brief. Pupils will discuss anthropometrics and produce a context and brief sheet for their folder. 
HOMEWORK: Create a border and heading design for your folder pages.

	LP1/2
	Pupils will be introduced to different methods of materials testing. They will be given a variety of materials and will test them using the methods discussed.
HOMEWORK: Complete an A4 sheet on Anthropometrics for your folder.

	LP1/3
	Pupils will be shown how to do a variety of techniques including appliqué, machine embroidery, hand embroidery and quilting. They will complete a sample using each technique demonstrated.

HOMEWORK: Complete an A4 sheet for your folder of all your materials testing experiments.

	LP1/4
	Pupils will continue doing samples as demonstrated by the teacher including printing and silk painting.

HOMEWORK: Create an A4 sheet of all your samples for your folder. Describe what you have done for each sample.

	LP1/5
	Pupils will reconsider the design brief and context and create a number of designs for their play bib. They will consider their target audience carefully when creating colour, designs and motifs, patterns and fastenings.
HOMEWORK: Research current protective bibs and play bibs available on the market. Create a research board with all the information you find. 

	LP1/6
	Pupils will look at different type of fastenings. They will produce a number of fastening samples including buttons, zips, Velcro, poppers and ribbon.
HOMEWORK: Create an A4 sheet of all your samples for your folder. Describe the benefits and the limitations of each fastening.

	LP1/7
	Pupils will be asked to finalise their bib design. They will plan all making processes and discuss time frames and costs.
HOMEWORK: Create a shopping list of all the materials you will need to create your bib. Include costings and measurements. You will need to buy these things over half term.

	Assessment Arrangements

During this project a summative assessment will take place when each folder page is completed. Pupils will receive both oral and written feedback both during and on completion of the project.

	Extended learning:

Do a survey of young children to find out what their favourite colours and designs would be if the could design their own play bib.
