	Group will be shown various rendering techniques, then will complete rendering exercises. 

Homework: Render four isometric drawings.

	Demonstration of one and two point perspective drawing. Group will produce a presentation two point perspective drawing. The drawing will then be rendered using the colour wheel for reference.

Homework: Choose three techniques you have learned this term and develop them on an A3 sheet.
