	DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE COVERED

	Pupils will continue with their major course work project worth 60% of the overall mark of the GCSE course. 

Pupils will develop a brand name and logo for their chosen project (promotion of a new band and CD, a children’s activity pack or a recyclable mobile phone). They will carefully consider the colours, font styles and images which they will choose to represent their product. Pupils will develop at least 6 logos by hand before developing them using CAD software such as MS Publisher on the computer.
HOMEWORK: Pupils must bring in an example of a good logo; they must be ready to discuss their ideas with the class. 
HOMEWORK: Pupils must complete an examination question about logo design; pupils will peer assess each other’s answers during the next lesson.

	Pupils will explore nets and methods of card construction, developing the skills necessary to produce their own packaging net. They will learn how to use a range of graphics tools and equipment safely and accurately.

HOMEWORK: Investigate and sketch nets from existing products which relate to your chosen project context (CD cases, activity packs, mobile phone boxes).

	Pupils will research a range of materials which are used in Graphic Products. They will list the properties of each material and analyse their findings, suggesting ways in which each material could be incorporated into their project. 
HOMEWORK: Pupils must complete an exam papers, cards and boards; pupils will peer assess each other’s answers during the next lesson

	Pupils will continue to analyse nets, identifying the relevant signs and symbols used in labelling, which would be needed for their product packaging eg. Re-cycling , fair trade, etc. and understand how to layout information such as logo, brand name, titles and images onto a flat 2D net before assembly. They will also be shown how to use CAD-CAM to draw and achieve a more professionally manufactured end product.
HOMEWORK: Pupils must complete an exam question about net design and construction; pupils will peer assess each other’s answers during the next lesson.

HOMEWORK: Pupils must complete an exam question about packaging symbols; pupils will peer assess each other’s answers during the next lesson

	LP1/6
	 Pupils will begin to develop a range of initial ideas for their chosen product; a CD case and promotional items, a children’s activity pack or an environmentally friendly mobile phone and packaging. They will explore their ideas using sketches, labelling,  annotation and card modelling. 

HOMEWORK: Pupils must complete a GCSE Graphic Products foundation paper. 

	Assessment Arrangements:   Assessment by effort grade 1-4 and by GCSE grades.

Feedback will be given by the teacher at various stages both in verbal and written form. It is essential that this feedback is used to improve their given design.

This work is worth 60 % of the overall mark for the course and it is essential that the portfolio is looked after and not lost or folded in half.

	Extended learning:  Pupils can work on any aspect of the portfolio and use MS PowerPoint  to present work using the ICT facilities in school and at home. The work can be printed out on A3 paper in school.  Pupils who want to access the higher grades will show more detail and depth to their research and will also analyse and annotate their findings rather than just present information.
