	DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE COVERED

	Pupil will begin their major course work project worth 60% of the overall mark of the GCSE course. Pupils will be shown examples of project portfolios and the methods of presentation.  Pupils will choose a context provided by the exam board and will identify a client or target market in order to produce a detailed brief of what they intend to design and make.  Pupils will develop analytical skills through mind mapping the areas for research.

1.  Homework: Complete a Task Analysis Mind Map sheet

2.  Homework: To write a draft of questionnaire, interview or survey.

	Pupils will review the draft survey work and decide what information they want to collect from the survey. Pupils will learn how to present the survey and will learn how to use excel to present the results.  Pupils will participate in a product disassembly and analysis activity to learn about the function, ergonomics and aesthetics of everyday products. Pupils will analyse the results once collated.  

3.  Homework: To carry out survey / questionnaire / interview and bring results to the next lesson for collation and analysis.

4.  Homework: Use the skill gained in disassembly lesson to analyse a product similar to the one you intend to design and make.

	Researching products on the market.  Pupils will use internet access to research pictures and information about products already on the market.  These will be evaluated and analysed using ACCESS FM.  Pupils should compile their findings for their GCSE folder, explaining how the research can influence the design of their own product.  

5.  Homework: Where will/could your product be used? Collect images of the location and/or event that the product you intend to design will be used.

6.  Homework: Product sizes – find out the dimensions of 6 products similar to the one you intend to design.  Note down on a sheet.

	Pupils will complete a research sheet on the environment their product will be used.  This may take on the form of a mood board.  Pupils should identify the limitations the environment my place on their design criteria and include this on their research sheet.  Pupils will continue working on a range of focused practical tasks to enhance workshop skills. 

7.  Homework: Pupils are to present all their research work in a clear and relevant way for the first assessment on A3 plain paper held landscape.

	Assessment Arrangements: Assessment by effort grade 1-4 and by GCSE grades.

Feedback will be given by the teacher at various stages both in verbal and written form. It is essential that this feedback is used to improve their given design.

This work is worth 60 % of the overall mark for the course and it is essential that the portfolio is looked after and not lost or folded in half.

	Extended learning:  Pupils can work on any aspect of the portfolio and use MS publisher to present work using the ICT facilities in school and at home.  The work can be printed out on A3 paper in school.  Pupils who want to access the higher grades will show more detail and depth to their research and will also analyse and annotate their findings rather than just present information. Work related learning: Pupils will understand that the design process in School is the same as in Industry. Pupils will have a client who they are responsible to as in Industry and will learn people skills and needs of the client.
