	Relevant Samples
Pupils will produce samples relevant to their development designs. These may include finishes, decorative techniques, edgings, surface pattern, fabric types, fastenings including organic and fair trade cotton. The samples will be mounted onto a sheet and explanatory notes included.

	Making Diary and Development

Development will discuss how their practise garment needs to be presented. Pupils will produce a sheet of photographs, notes and sketches to demonstrate what they have learned by realising their garment. They will consider problems encountered and how they overcame them including, reducing the amount of waste generated.
The second sheet of development will be to consider how their dressmaking pattern can be altered to create their own design. They will consider finishes, CAD/CAM embroidery, pockets, hem lines, sleeves etc.
