	Fashion Drawing and Initial Ideas

Group will be shown how to produce good quality fashion drawings. Pupils will develop their own style of drawing. Initial ideas will be discussed and how group need to modify their existing dress making pattern to create their own garment. Pupils will begin their initial ideas sheet. Trend forecasting will be discussed and included on their sheet.
HOMEWORK: Produce 4-6 annotated fashion drawings of initial ideas for your garment.

	Making Diary and Development

Development will be discussed and how their practise garment needs to be presented. Pupils will produce a sheet of photographs, notes and sketches to demonstrate what they have learned by realising their garment. They will consider problems encountered and how they overcame them including reducing the amount of waste generated.
The second sheet of development will be to consider how their dressmaking pattern can be altered to create their own design. They will consider finishes, CAD/CAM embroidery, pockets, hem lines, sleeves etc.

	Pupils will produce samples relevant to their design. These may include finishes, decorative techniques, edgings, surface pattern, fabric types including organic and fair trade cotton. The samples will be mounted onto a sheet and explanatory notes included.

	Assessment Arrangements:
Assessment is by effort grade 1-4 and a GCSE grade.

During this project a summative assessment will take place when each folder page is completed. Pupils will receive generic feedback. The project is 60% of final GCSE grade.
