	DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE COVERED

	Pupils will be introduced to the AS Level textiles course and will gain an understanding of how the course is structured and assessed. During Y12, pupils will complete both a design and make unit and a written exam unit; Materials, Components and Application.

Pupils will learn about the work of several key fashion designers. They will carry out independent research about one of the designers discussed, analysing their work, style, use of colour, use of silhouette and career. They should present their research in a suitable format for inclusion in their design portfolio; several different presentation methods will be discussed.  

HOMEWORK: Pupils must gather research about their chosen designer and analyse the information found.

HOMEWORK: Pupils will present their research in a suitable format for their design portfolio.

	Pupils will explore fashion drawing; they will learn how to develop an anthropometrically accurate fashion template which is in proportion to the human body. Pupils will learn how to develop eye catching fashion drawings using a variety of techniques and media including pencil, coloured pencils, paint, collage etc…

HOMEWORK: Pupils must produce a fashion drawing using a garment seen in a magazine as inspiration; use pencils only. Pupils may wish to draw a garment designed by the designer that they researched in LP1/2.

HOMEWORK: Produce a fashion drawing using an alternative media, using a garment seen in a magazine as inspiration. Pupils may wish to depict a garment designed by the designer that they researched in LP1/2.

	LP1/5
	Pupils will buy a basic skirt pattern; they will learn to read the pattern and construct a basic skirt using the templates provided. Pupils must purchase a suitable non-stretch fabric with which to construct their garment. Pupils will learn to identify and understand the properties of a range of common fabrics.
HOMEWORK: Pupils must source and purchase a suitable skirt pattern and non-stretch fabric.

	Pupils will begin to construct a basic skirt using a standard skirt pattern. Pupils will document each stage of the construction of their garment by taking photographs of the manufacture. They will begin to think about ways in which they could adapt and modify the pattern in order to develop the design of the skirt further. 
HOMEWORK: Pupils must produce a range of fashion drawings showing how the standard skirt pattern could be adapted using sketches, labels, annotation and fabric swatches.

HOMEWORK: Pupils must produce a range of fashion drawings showing how the standard skirt patter could be adapted further using the style of a chosen fashion designer. Pupils may wish to gain inspiration form the designer that they researched in LP1/2.

	Assessment Arrangements:   Assessment by effort grade 1-4 and by AS Level Grades.  Feedback will be given by the teacher at various stages both in verbal and written form. It is essential that this feedback is used to improve their given design.  This work is worth 50 % of the overall mark for the course and it is essential that the portfolio is looked after and not lost or folded in half.

	Extended learning:  
Pupils should carry out independent research into the fashion industry, garment construction and the textiles industry by reading associated books, magazines and web pages and by visiting galleries, exhibitions and museums. Pupils will have the opportunity partake in several off site study trips in order to increase their subject knowledge and appreciation. 

Pupils should make use of the textile department’s facilities and staff expertise both in their study periods and after school. Pupils may wish to arrange individual catch-up session with their subject teacher, particularly after a period of absence.
