3. The pupils will look at folder structure and produce a diagram in the log book of how they will set them up.

4. Start to produce the folder structure.

5. Be introduced to the plan template and some basic features of                          Excel.

6. Use the template to create a version of the plan.

7. In their project logs books pick out the main and subtasks that are associated with the project

Explain why Microsoft Excel is used to create the project plan. Why is it a useful piece of software to use?

	Pupils will

1. Add the tasks and subtasks identified in the previous lesson to their plan.

2. Collect feedback from a nominated test buddy.

	Pupils will

1. Locate the sources table and save a copy into their Sources folder. 

2. Then be shown how to collect and record sources using the table.

3. The pupils will then start to collect sources to use throughout the project. They will fill in the sources table as they go. They should collect at least 20 sources that are related to the project.
Homework – 

Read the information sheet on computers and the law also use the internet to complete some of their own research. Pupils will be asked to feedback at the start of next lesson.

	Pupils will:-

1. Start to plan their E-Portfolio they will be shown examples of good and poor design.

2. Then plan their own pages for the E-Portfolio. 

The pages that need to be planned are:-

· Homepage

· Plan

· Sources

· Products

· Review

3. Be introduced to Web Authoring Software (Sharepoint, Dreamweaver)

4. Start to add the layout they have planned to the pages. They will look at the use of layers and tables.

5. The template will then be saved to create all pages.

Homework – 

Complete the plans of the E-Portfolio on paper started in lesson.

	1/5
	Pupils will:-

1. Complete any work on the E-portfolio set up from last lesson.

2. Feedback from the test buddy should be collected in log books and used accordingly. 

3. The pupils will then create a web banner using Fireworks. This will be used on all pages of the E-Portfolio. It should include Name, Topic and Centre Number. It should also be attractive and fit for purpose.

4. The pupils should then add the banner to the website and add detailed descriptions to each page of the E-Portfolio. They should describe exactly what will be found on each page.

5. Collect feedback on the E-Portfolio and ways that it could be improved.

6. Make any improvements to the E-Portfolio.

	Assessment Arrangements

Within the learning program there are several opportunities for the students to self evaluate their work and the work of their peers The students will also collate feedback from the teacher, formally on the proposals and informally in each lesson. 

The students will also make use of the progress board. The progress board shows each of the tasks. Once they have been signed off by the teacher then the students will tick it off on the progress board. 

The teacher will review the students work at once a product has been completed.
