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	Learning Objectives:
1. Review several existing animations

2. Design animation 
3. Learn the key skills needed to create an animation in Macromedia Flash 

	The scenario:

Pizza-licious is a chain of pizza restaurants that is about to launch an online ordering service. To advertise this new service Pizza-licious need an animation that they can use on their website as an advert that will catch peoples attention. It is the pupil’s job to design and create this animation. 
Work Related Learning:

The pupils will be given a project brief from a made up company. They will be asked to produce a plan for an animation and then produce it. The process they go through will replicate a real life business situation.

	Week 
	DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE COVERED

	1/1
	1) Pupils will be introduced to animation. We will look at examples of animation that we see often in our world. We will discuss how these can be created using the software that we have in school.
2) Pupils will produce a detailed storyboard of their animation showing the key points in it. This animation should last for 30 seconds. 

Homework – Pupils will be asked to write a list of features that they believe make a successful animation. This can be hand written or produced using Word 

	1/2
	1) Pupils will annotate their storyboards to show a clear understanding of the aim and target audience, the decisions that they have made and why they made them. 

2) Pupils will annotate their storyboards to show a clear understanding of the aim and target audience, the decisions that they have made and why they made them. 
Homework – Pupils will be asked to write down who the target audience is for pizza-licious and what the aim of the animation is.

	1/3
	1) The pupils will start to create the elements needed to produce the Flash animation in Fireworks.
2) They will save all the elements in to their folder to make sure they use a good folder structure.
Homework – Pupils will gather some feedback from people outside of SJP. This could be family members or a business person. The pupils again need some feedback questions to gather the relevant information. 

	1/4
	1) Pupils will be introduced to the software that they will use to produce their animation – Macromedia Flash. They will see a demonstration of the key skills that they will need in order to be successful.

2) Pupils will experiment with the software using all of the key skills                that have been demonstrated to them. 

3) Pupils will focus on more detailed use of Flash – looping, setting frame rates etc. Pupils will continue to practice with Flash using these skills.
Homework – Collect feedback from someone at home on the designs of the animation.

	1/5
	1) The pupils will start to produce their animation in Flash.
2) They will use the elements made in Fireworks and the skills they have already been taught. 

 Homework – Pupils will make notes of any difficulties that they have experienced whilst making their animations so far.  

	1/6
	1) The pupils will continue to produce the animation using Flash.

2) They will collect feedback on their work so far in order to   improve it.
Homework – Pupils will identify a list of desirable features that are present within their animation.  

	1/7
	1) The pupils will continue to produce the animation that they started last lesson.

2) A recap on how to use Flash will be provided by the teacher.

3) The pupils will make sure that the animation they have produced is an appropriate length (15 seconds for Pass, 30 seconds for Merit or Distinction). 

	

	Assessment Arrangements

Summative assessment during each lesson through teacher feedback and effective questioning making sure that the pupils have an excellent understanding of the topics.
Formative assessment at the end of each task when the work produced will be assessed and feedback given to the pupils. 
Pupils will also self evaluate their work and they will evaluate the work of their peers.


	Extended learning:

The grade that the pupils achieve depends largely on the detail that they go in to.  Throughout the year pupils will learn what they need to do in order to achieve a pass but they will be expected to develop this into Merit and Distinction.
