	Assessment Arrangements

In the assessment, students must be able to design and build a website. This should include understanding the client’s needs, appropriate design choices, interactive features, clear structure and high quality content. They should also test the website thoroughly and upload it to a web server.
Students must be able to explain the factors which affect a website. These should include aspects such as image, sound, video and animation files, and also user-side and server-side factors. They should be able to identify the issues and also the resultant affects.

Students must describe the security risks to websites and the methods used for protection and prevention. In addition, they should also discuss the laws and guidelines to which web developers must adhere.

The deadline for all Pass elements of the coursework is October half-term and will be submitted via the VLE.
