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John 14: 23-29

We can only keep such a 
wonderful sense of  peace if  we remain close to Jesus 
and live our lives in the way that he wants us to, then we 
share in his peace. When we turn away from Jesus and 
become concerned only about ourselves, we become 
selfish and self-centred wanting to take rather than give. 
Peace is replaced by greed. We only have to look at the 
newspaper headlines to discover that our world is a far 
from peaceful place. Let’s take up the challenge today 
and be a people who live in peace with each other, then 
our way of  living will become an example that others will 
want to follow.

Ever living God, fill us with the Spirit of your truth, 
love and peace.
Help us to live by the truth and enjoy the peace that 
only you can give.
