Feliz Navidad- A Spanish Christmas

Every town in Spain has a nativity scenes called the 
Belén, with Jesus, Mary, Joseph, and the three kings.  
Towns compete with each other every year to see who 
has the best nativity scene.   

Christmas celebrations usually start on 22nd 
December with a massive lottery: tickets cost 20 euros 
and the prize fund is enormous, it is called El Gordo.

Christmas Eve, or Noche Buena, families get together in 
the evening for a meal.  This is usually like our Christmas 
dinner.
