All pupils in Years 7 to 13 who study Spanish have 
been given access to Vocab Express which is 
an online vocabulary learning facility. Pupils can 
complete the vocabulary learning tasks set by 
their teacher or individual practice on line or by 
downloading the app for free to their smart phone 
or tablet. Pupils are welcome to use the computer 
facilities in College to complete these tasks also. 
Each week the top 10 users in their year group 
receive extra Vivos for their efforts.
